1) Accessing information on the individual pages: 
a) CLICK on any tab in the Menu bar at the top of the website and you will be taken to the 

Category landing/home page, where you will have the option to click on links for the various 

Sub-categories. 

 

b) HOVER over any tab in the in the Menu bar at the top of the website and you will be 

presented with a drop-down menu of the various Sub-categories under the tab. 

Click on the tabs in the Drop-down Menu to bring up the landing/home page for those

Menu Categories 

We have included a list of most of the topics that are found under each of the Categories.  

• Home Page - There are 3 boxes that contain links to topics that the OAAS is currently 

highlighting – our Building Community LEADERS program, Judging Program and our 

Ontario Fairs site. Click on the boxes to be taken to the section on our website that 

corresponds to the title.  

At the bottom of the Home Page are some links to some of the more frequently accessed 

topics so that you can locate them easily on the new site – Awards; CCEA Scholarship; 

Webinars; First Impressions program; Resources; Youth; Convention; Service Providers; 

ONCA Information. 

• About Us – OAAS Director and staff list; District Committee member list; Partners; OAAS

Dates; OAAS History. 

• Our Fairs – our Ontario Fairs site.   

FYI – if any of the information on your society page is incorrect, your society must log into 

the AssistExpo Directory module and update the information to have it corrected on the 

website. 

• What’s New! – Newsletters and Press Releases   

• Society Info - all the information from the previous website relating to programs, 

resources and information for our agricultural societies is located under the Society Info 

tab.  

• Contact – OAAS contact info; option to send us an email 

 

2) Accessing Sub Categories under the Society Info page: 
a) CLICK on any tab in the Society Info Dropdown Menu bar and you will be taken to the 

Sub-category landing page, where you will have the option to click on links for the various 

topics. 

b) HOVER over any tab in the Society Info Dropdown Menu and you will be presented with 

a drop-down menu of the various Sub-categories under the tab

Persons within Agricultural Societies and District Committees that are normally 

required to contact Judges or Instructors as a part of their duties will be provided 

with access to contact information.
